The Homework Issue  
 
Everyday, teachers around the world give out homework to students.  Some students may have three or four hours of 
homework a day!  Some people believe that we should change that.  We disagree with those people who think that homework 
should be banned. 
 
The first reason we believe homework should not be banished is doing homework now is great practice for later in life when 
you have much more (for example, university).  Homework also helps students with time management skills.
