History Moment: 100 Years of Brown School

Many of the holiday traditions that Brown students honour and continue have their roots in our school
1910 - 2010 history.

BR@WM In the 1920’s, Brown School contributed significant funds to provide milk free of charge  to some
JUNIOR PUBLIC scHooL 3 000 children in the city. The programme, commissioned by the Trades and Labour Council, aimed
to relieve health conditions and malnourishment among the poorer children of the city. Brown families provided much needed
support to those students.

December 1946 marked the beginning of what has now become our Winter Concert . A Christmas Carol service, held at
Deer Park United Church, included choral presentations by each grade and an appearance from the Violin Orchestra. The
following year, a Nativity Play was added to the Carol Service.

One of the traditions that we sadly no longer celebrate is the annual flooding of the Brown School skating rink . In 1918,
The Board of Education provided a skating rink in the school yard and paid for its upkeep. In 1939 a second rink was added,
but by the mid-40s the Board of Education withdrew its financial support for the rinks. Thereafter the funding for the rinks
came from the Home and School Association. The upkeep was done by the caretaking staff and children and supervision of
the rinks came from parents and staff.

Wouldn't Mr. P like to have a couple of skating rinks these days!!
