News from City of Toronto Re: Proposed Constructio n of New Watermain in the Vicinity of Avenue Road

This notice is to inform you of construction that will be happening in the vicinity of Brown Public School. The City of Toronto is
installing a new transmission watermain that will run from the High Level Pumping Station located near the intersection of
Avenue Rd. and Dupont St. to an existing transmission watermain at Avenue Rd. and Lawrence Ave. The selected route for
the new watermain will be within the existing road allowance, and will run north along Avenue Road, east along Lonsdale
Road, north along Oriole Parkway, west along Chaplin Crescent, and again north on Avenue Road. It is proposed that
construction will commence as early as November 2009 and will take about two years to complete.

At some point during this two-year timeframe, the construction of the portion near Brown Public School will take place over a
period of several months. Accordingly, we will provide you with scheduling updates in the fall of 2009, once the contractor has
been retained and a detailed schedule has been finalized.

Brown is a Gold Certified EcoSchool with the Toronto District School Board (TDSB). To become an
EcoSchool, we have to undergo an annual eco-audit by the TDSB and show that we are committed to
improving our school’s sustainability each year. Now that we have achieved Gold certification two years
running, we are aiming to achieve Platinum certification.

In an EcoSchool everyone has to show a commitment to sustainability — from the principal, teachers and janitorial staff
through to the students and parents. Students and parents can be involved by supporting the Brown Eco-Initiatives and/or
volunteering with the Eco-Kids and Eco-Committee.

Eco-Kids

Eco-Kids is one of the most popular clubs at Brown. It is run by Ms Hazan and meets once a week during lunch to discuss
how they can support the environment. Some of the Eco-kids projects include — creating skits to demonstrate “Litterless
Lunches” at school assemblies, seeding herbs to sell at Garden Fete, planting bulbs to beautify the school yard and
promoting green initiatives on the Eco bulletin board.

Eco-Committee

Fall Fling Crafts — the crafts made by students to sell at the Fall Fling are made with recycled materials to demonstrate
the reuse of materials into new uses.

History Moment: 100 Years of Brown School

Brown School was built in 1909 to relieve overcrowding at Cottingham Street School. Brown
was named after Charles Albert Beaumont Brown, a veteran member of the Board of
Education from 1882-1920. Sadly, Mr. Brown died in Toronto's first hit and run accident.

Brown School had 333 students when it started in 1910 and grew to 1063 students in 1922. (This was an average of 46
students per classroom)

Halloween Safety Tips

Halloween provides an opportunity for parents and children to spend time
together creating costumes, carving pumpkins, planning trick or treat
activities and participating in family parties.

Halloween is a big event at schools and provides opportunities for parties,
creative activities, art programs and impromptu history lessons.

Halloween is also a time for students, parents, and schools to take
extra care to ensure safety and security.
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TRICK OR TREATING SAFETY

Have your child carry a flashlight.

NEVER go into a stranger's house.

NEVER trick or treat with people you do not know.

Trick or treat only at homes you know.

Children should always stay in groups if no parent is present.

Younger children should ALWAYS be accompanied by an older person.
Accompany your child when trick or treating.

If you can not accompany your child then know the route your child will take.

Flame resistant (retardant) costumes are in order. Keep costumes short and remind children to
stay away from pumpkins with candles in them.

Remind children to stay away from pets they do not know.

Remind children of road safety rules:
o Cross only at corners.
o Do not criss-cross the road. Go up one side of the road and down the other side.
o0 Never cross between parked cars.
o Walk facing on-coming traffic if there is no sidewalk.

If adults are driving their children, drive slowly, with lights on and be cautious when pulling to the
side of the road.

Children should NEVER eat any treats until parents have had a chance to go through them and
inspect them. Parents should look for tampering of packages and discard any they believe to be
unsafe.

Children should wear their own shoes when trick or treating. Wearing costume shoes/boots can be
dangerous and uncomfortable.

Remind children that not everyone celebrates Halloween, and to avoid any homes that have no
lights on. Also remind children not to run through neighbours’ yards or gardens.

With older children be sure to know what other events (such as parties) they plan on attending.

Set time limits when children should return home.

Protect Your Child

Here are some safety tips to help you keep your chi  I|dren safe:

Your Child:
His/her name, age, telephone number including the area code, address, city , province
How to contact you, the police, fire department, or ambulance service in the case of an emergency
To keep you informed as to his/her whereabouts at all times
Never to admit to being alone in the home when answering the telephone
Never to invite strangers into the house OR even answer the door when he/she is alone
Never to approach or enter a stranger’s car
That he/she should never hitchhike
That you are sensitive to his/her fears and he/she can talk to you about anything
That a police officer is a friend who can be relied upon when he/she is lost
Never to play alone — always be with friends

Also discuss with your child:

That he/she should trust his/her feelings and say NO to an adult, especially if the adult wants him/her to do
something that is wrong

Not to accept gifts from strangers

That adults rarely ask a child for help

To tell you if someone has asked them to keep a secret from you

That no one has the right to touch any part of his/her body that a bathing suit covers

That if he/she is being followed, he/she should run home or go to the nearest busy place and yell for help
To report to you, school authorities or a police officer, anyone who acts suspiciously towards him/her

Not to enter anyone’s home without your permission

Never to play in deserted buildings or isolated areas

Avoid taking shortcuts through parks or fields

Carry enough money to make a phone call home

Never to show his money, and if attacked for it, to give it up rather than risk injury

And You Should:

Provide schools or day-care centers with the names of person(s) to whom your child may be released

Avoid clothing or toys with your child’s name on it as children are less fearful of someone who knows and calls
them by name

Never leave your child alone in a public place, stroller or car — even for a minute

Always accompany children to the bathroom in a public place and advise them not to loiter in or around these areas
