Boys’ Basketball Team – City Finalists!!! 
 
Congratulations to the boys’ basketball team on the most impressive season in the 100 year history of our school!!   
 
The season began way back in November, as nearly 60 boys tried out for the 11 spots on the team.  The tryouts were 
incredibly competitive, and the final selections were unbelievably difficult to make.   
 
Our first challenge of the season was the UCC tournament.  As you read about in a previous school Bulletin, the team, 
armed with two outstanding female players, played some incredible basketball finishing 2nd in a tournament of 16 teams.   
 
The regular season began a few weeks later in February at a one day tournament at Northlea P.S. The team was riding 
high off their impressive tournament showing, and outplayed and outscored the three other schools by a wide margin.  This 
sent the team to the South Conference Quarter-Finals .  
 
The team easily won the Q-finals and semi-finals, which earned them a spot in the South Conference Finals .  Making it to 
this very game matched the greatest season in Brown School boys’ basketball history.  Five years earlier, when the team 
advanced this far, it marked the end of the road.  This year was different...very different.   
 
The boys dominated the game from the opening tip, but somehow ended up being down by 1 with 12 seconds left.  A 
timeout was called, and the “perfect” play was designed.  Unfortunately, the play did not go as planned, and Tayjon and 
Lachlan were passing the ball back and forth at the top of the key.  With only a couple of seconds left on the clock, Tayjon 
hoisted a miracle shot...nothing but net!  Brown wins!  Brown wins !   
 
The boys avenged the loss five years earlier, and earned the first South Conference Championship banner in schoo l 
history ...but they were not done just yet!  The team had now advanced to the City Semi-Final game...against last year’s 
city champs.  
 
Undeterred by the knowledge of great players on the opposing team, the boys went out and clobbered their opponents 35 -
17!  The team was now in the city finals.  There was little time to rest, as the game was only a couple of hours after their big 
victory.   
 
Unfortunately the final game did not end up in Brown’s favour, however the team did earn themselves a second 
banner...City Finalists!   
 
In 100 years, no Brown School boys’ basketball team has ever gone as far as this team, as basketball is arguably the most 
competitive sport in the TDSB...but we’re hoping that it won’t take another 100 years to return.
