NOTES ON INTERNET SAFETY

Thank you to our School Liaison Officer from Toronto Police 53 Division, Constable Marcie Beaven, who did an Internet
Safety presentation for our parents  on June 3. It was very informative. Notes from one of our parents follows:

KEY TYPES OF RISK:

Predators, Cyber Bullying, Viewing Inappropriate Material, Privacy Invasion, ldentity Theft

SAFETY AT HOME:

Develop and maintain family rules

Set up computer in a busy area of the home so the adult can observe websites as well as child’s reactions
If adult observes serious behaviour changes in the child, reach out and talk about it

Know child(ren’s) passwords and do not share with anyone other than parents

PRIVACY SETTINGS:

Know how to block unwanted sites, people.

Children should only befriend those they have met in person and who their parents know. Itis very easy
for a stranger to pretend they are of similar gender and age. Many predators study children’s interests and
speech patterns to be able to assume the role.

Never send photos. Predators collect photos like hockey cards. They also can manipulate the photo to
suit their wants/needs.

Never enter contests because most of the time, they are trying to steal personal information (name, age,
gender, school information). They use this for fraudulent health cards and passports.

In chats, never state where you are going and what time you are going there. Don't state sport names,
teams and/or locations as this makes it too easy to track the child.

BULLYING AND INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOUR:

Important to remember that one cannot hear tone of voice when reading script. A joke can be taken as
bullying. If over 12, can be charged. Under 12 yrs can have serious consequences at school.

If it is written, it is documented and saved and can be used in a criminal case.

Once photos or words are out in cyberspace, it can affect an employment position years later.

If posing in an inappropriate manner, police will get involved.

If the child feels uncomfortable with what he/she is seeing, have it printed out and shown to an adult.
