The Keeping Our Kids Safe at School Act that came into effect February 1, 2010, is the latest step in a strategy to help
make Ontario’s schools safer. Students need a safe and positive learning environment to succeed at school. But it isn't just
the school’s responsibility to make that happen. All of us have a part to play in making and keeping schools safe.

Ontario’'s Code of Conduct sets out clear standards for behaviour for everyone involved in the publicly funded school
system. This includes students, parents/guardians, teachers, other staff members, volunteers and community partners. The
code applies on school property, on school buses, at school-authorized events or activities or in other circumstances that
could have an impact on the school climate.
