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	HALLOWEEN TREATS!  Tips from Max Prytyka, our Ryerson University Nursing Student
The treats are really the best part of Halloween, so what can we do to help our kids be “candy-smart”?

	Next year, consider alternatives to candy.  Colored crayons, pencils, stickers, beads or small toys like yo-yos can make for a good surprise.  Pretzels, trail mix packs, animal crackers, and raisin boxes may be other alternatives to candy.  

Do not forget the scary monsters that live on your kids’ teeth and feed of all the goodies as well.  Both candy and healthier substitutes may lodge between the teeth and/or stick to them, thus promoting tooth decay.  Remember, it’s not the amount of sugar in candy, but the amount of time sugars stay in your kid’s mouth (sticky sugars stay longer).  Encourage frequent brushing and flossing as soon as possible after eating any treats.
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
