Sports Field Improvement
We are continuing to ask for any contributions and comments that you may have on the efforts to improve the Sports Field.  We are thrilled by the positive response to date and hope that more families will consider contributing.

The $115,000 cost of covering the sports field in the recommended artificial material is considerable and we are so grateful to have Unicorn Daycare pick up 25% of this cost. The TDSB will provide us with $7,000 and the Parent Council will be immediately able to provide $30,000.  This would bring our fundraising goal to an estimated $48,000, which represents approximately $100 per student with our current enrollment of 580.  The life expectancy of this surfacing is 15 to 20 years, which means it is in effect $6.50 per student per year to provide our students and the Brown Community as a whole with a fully useable schoolyard.

We would like to ask all those in the Brown Community to consider contributing whatever amount you can to help us fund this project.  A charitable tax receipt will be provided for the full amount of the contribution.
