Next, students were given various paper scraps 
and asked to test their eye hand coordination 
skills by cutting the scraps into images of their 
homes.   
 
Their final project was to replicate their paper 
houses using textile scraps.  Their final houses 
were then quilted onto the patterned canvas 
used to create their community of homes.

Each student was asked to demonstrate their knowledge of patterning by creating a batik patterns onto paper using paraffin 
wax and paint.  They also produced a batik image of themselves, which they decorated with patterns and placed on the 
background.  The exercise was then recreated on fabric using beeswax and muslin.  Each student waxed and dyed patterns 
onto fabric and then silk-screened the cutout of themselves onto batik fabric, to create a personal placemat. 

 

Project:  Canvas Collage 
Produced by Ms Pietrobon’s Grade 2/3 Students 
Room 23 
 
Each student was given a small canvas and asked to cover it with a solid colour of paint.  A second and then third layer of 
paint was added in selective areas in the same family of colours.  All pieces were mounted collectively to create abstract art.  
Students had a chance to learn about family of colours.

Produced by Mme Sara’s Grade 1 Students

group collage of their community.   These pieces were mounted onto a canvas in which many students participated to 
cutting and pasting the background.
